It may seem long ago that you were sleeping on the earth under the protection of a white 
wall, or waking up before the sun to begin safety circle as you looked out across the 
mountain tops and valleys below. And indeed, once you readjust to your home, family, 
and friends, it may seem far removed from your current lifestyle.  
 
This journal is a small reflection of your crew’s experiences this year; footnotes scribbled 
at the end of a long day by hands aching from swinging a tool. To those who have not 
experienced living in the woods for a month, gotten up at 5:30 on a regular basis, worked 
in the snow and rain, or chugged water from a yellow top, these notes might not seem 
like much. However I hope that for you, these glimpses of your time together serve as 
reminders which will unlock a season of memories that will last a lifetime. A field season 
fails to be complete without a healthy amount of sweat and tears; frustrations and 
elations. Keep all your memories; the good and the bad; in order to fully appreciate all 
you have accomplished. May the views, conversations, projects, and hikes stay with you 
long into the future.       
 
Take pride in knowing that you have joined those before you who suffered through hard 
times, and felt the rush of accomplishment when teamwork overcame adversity. While 
you were huddled around the campfire, or bumping along the trail, 25 other crews 
throughout Oregon, Washington, Idaho, and Northern California were doing the same; 
making a difference while forming a community.   
 
This summer, South 3 crews installed 121 drainage structures, built 8 switchbacks and 7 
stream crossings, and maintained 76.75 miles of trail. Although these figures are 
impressive, the greatest accomplishment was finishing the session with pride.  
 
As you move forward towards your next adventure, remember your accomplishments of 
NYC. As you are faced with new challenges, apply the lessons you have learned here: 
teamwork, a positive attitude, and determination will carry you to great lengths. Maybe 
all that is needed is a handful of GORP, a PB&J, and some close friends. Make it happen.
